 Press Conference, 9:15 am, Frank J. Pasquerilla Conference Center. This event features 
announcements concerning contract awards, business partnerships and relationships that have 
resulted from participation in Showcase for Commerce.

Because of the general public’s 
access, foot traffic is heavy during this event. Video cameras will only be allowed on the arena 
floor from 9:00 am to 10:00 am and 1:00 pm – 2:00 pm. Please be aware of the heavy foot 
traffic and respect that the event is an opportunity for the exhibitors to interface with their 
customers and the general public.  

Policies  
By accepting your media credential to Showcase for Commerce, all members of the media agree that 
any violation of the policies set forth herein can result in an immediate loss of credentials and removal 
from the event.   

Video Camera Restrictions  
Due to safety concerns as a result of high levels of foot traffic on the floor of the Cambria County War 
Memorial Arena, video cameras will only be allowed on the arena floor during the times specified in this 
agenda. A staging area for television interviews will be available outside the arena or in the Stars & 
Stripes Room in the case of inclement weather.  
The Stars & Stripes Room is located on the second floor of the War Memorial. It can be accessed from 
the elevator at the end of the hall near the box office, right next to the side entrance to the building.  

Interviews  
Please remember that this is a working trade and industry exposition. The organizational 
representatives on hand are at Showcase for Commerce to conduct business. Each organization will 
determine its own policy for interacting with the media. Please respect any requests for privacy as well 
as their individual media relations policies. Please conduct interviews in low foot traffic areas. Members 
of the public relations team will be on hand to help arrange interviews as requested.  



 
Outdoor Exhibition  
Access to the outdoor exhibits operates on the same schedule as access to the War Memorial Arena 
exhibits. Please do not disturb these exhibits outside of the scheduled times.
